• The SOVEREIGNTY of the Father



God is RELATIONAL
• Dwells in Community

John 17:5  And now, Father, glorify me in your presence with the glory I 
had with you before the world began.

• Exists in Unity (Tri-unity)

Matthew 28:19 Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, 
baptising them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the 
Holy Spirit,

• Works in Harmony

John 15:26 When the Advocate comes, whom I will send to you from 
the Father—the Spirit of truth who goes out from the Father—he will 
testify about me.



Genesis 1:1-26

• “Let there be… light,”…a vault between the waters

• “Let there be…dry ground...”

• “Let the land produce vegetation...”

• “Let there be…separate day from the night

• “Let the water teem with living creatures… birds ...”

• “Let the land produce living creatures…”

Compassion
2 Corinthians 1:3 Praise be to 
the God and Father of our Lord 
Jesus Christ, the Father of 
compassion and the God of all 
comfort,

Psalm 68:5 A father to the 
fatherless, a defender of 
widows, is God in his holy 
dwelling.



Patience – (Long suffering)

Psalm 86:15 But you, Lord, are 
a compassionate and gracious 
God, slow to anger, abounding 
in love and faithfulness.

Psalm 103:10 He does not 
treat us as our sins deserve or 
repay us according to our 
iniquities.



Availability

Ephesians 3:12 In him 
and through faith in him 
we may approach God 
with freedom and 
confidence.
